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Introduction

CPD is one of the most important ways in which we can develop and enhance our
abilities, to set ourselves apart as ironmongery professionals.

Here af the GAIl, we recognise that CPD is a personal and bespoke professional
journey, so the same programme of CPD doesn't work for everyone. That's why our CPD
programme is designed fo meet individual developmental and personal learning needs.
Once a year of our CPD programme has been completed, Registered Professional status
is awarded. This sfatus includes: Registered Architectural Ironmonger (RegAl); Registered
in Door Systems (RegDS); Registered in Electric Hardware and Access Control (RegAC).
CPD is also a mandatory requirement each year for the Certificate in Standards and
Regulations (Cert SRA).

In order to be a Registered Professional members of the Guild of Architectural lronmongers
must either gain or maintain their status each calendar year period. During this fime each
individual must now collect 20 CPD points (an increase from 10 in previous years) which
can be logged on GAl website.

GAI Core CPD - Compulsory Assessments

There are three new GAIl Core CPD topics (previously known as Compulsory topics)
each year. Each one is worth one CPD point fo view in hub, by webinar or on demand,
but the accompanying compulsory assessment is worth two CPD points. All three of the
compulsory coursework assessments which are on the GAI Learning Hub are based on
the Core CPD presentations. These must be passed with a minimum of 80%.

GAI Non-core CPD topics now with online quizzes

All non-core online webinars and GAl Hub presentations are accompanied by an on line
quiz on the GAl Learning Hub. Completing these quizzes and passing with a minimum of
80% will afford one further CPD point towards Registered Professional status (aftendance
at the presentation will still attract one CPD point, regardless of whether a quiz has been
completed or not.)
